TUITION

for non-residents.

e  Tuition must be paid in full when the registration form is submitted. A
student is not considered registered until a completed registration form
and tuition payment has been received.

e  Checks should be made payable to LINCOLN-WAY HIGH SCHOOL.

e  Tuition waivers are not available for summer school.

REGISTRATION PROCEDURES

e Registration for the first session is ongoing until 12:00 p.m. on Friday,
June 4th.

o Complete the registration form located in this packet and return it with
a check made payable to Lincoln-Way High School as soon as possible.
Early registration is encouraged!

o  Classes will be filled in the order in which registration forms/fees have
been received.

e Classes may be cancelled because of insufficient enrollment or staffing
problems. The student will be notified in the case of a cancellation and
given the opportunity to select a different course or have their money
refunded.

e Class rosters will be posted outside of the Main Office on the first day
of classes. No first session classes will be added after the June 4th
deadline. Second and third session classes will be added if space is
available.

o Ifastudentis in danger of failing a current class, the student should
register for summer school. If the student passes the current class and
the school is notified prior to the first day of summer classes, a refund
will be issued to the parent/guardian.

o All courses will be offered at each high school; however, class
enrollment may dictate the location of the course.
